AN IMPORTANT ANNOUNCEMENT ABOUT RECYCLING IN BAWLF  

 
Due to market conditions, Centra-Cam has discontinued their pick-up service of newspaper and 
cardboard products effective March 31, 2009 but will continue to accept these items at their collection 
facility in Camrose.  Bawlf residents will now be required to transport these recyclables to Centra-Cam on 
their own.  If the market conditions change and if the opportunity exists in the future, the Village would 
research entering into a similar pick-up contract.   
 
Centra-Cam has stated that there is little or no demand for the majority of coloured plastics at the present 
time.  Therefore, these items will no longer be accepted at the Bawlf Recycling facility.  Centra-Cam 
may accept some #2 plastics but residents should confirm this with Centra-Cam prior to taking any 
coloured plastics to their collection facility (see ad on page 4).    
 
Since the Village was informed about this change, we have been meeting with neighbouring 
municipalities to pursue all possible solutions.  We will keep everyone informed as we go forward. 
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Village of Bawlf Snow Removal Policy No. 15,  
as adopted by Village Council, March 18, 2009 

 
Municipal Roadways: 
 

A. Snow Clearing and Removal: 
 
1. Snow will be cleared according to the priorities outlined in Schedule A (note: Schedule A 

is available at www.bawlf.com; Schedule A and map are both  available at the Village 
Office) 

2. Roadways are to be brought to a drivable condition for vehicles equipped with suitable 
tires within the specified time and when the depth of freshly fallen or drifting snow 
exceeds the depth specified in Schedule A. 

3. Roadways are to be cleared of snow when two-lane traffic cannot be safely maintained 
for Priorities 1 and 2 (see Schedule A). 

4. Windrows on both sides of the street and avenue adjacent to the school property will be 
removed within one week, in ordinary circumstances. 

5. Snow will be removed up to the curbs on residential roadways as required. 
6. The Village will contract grader services through Camrose County, with the 

understanding that the village roadways will be cleared after the County roads have been 
cleared.  This could take up to four days. 

7. If snow clearing is required prior to the County grader being available, the Village will 
either contract the snow clearing services through another company or use Village 
equipment to clear the areas in order of priority. 

8. If the County grader leaves a windrow in front of a residential driveway or around a 
parked vehicle on the street or avenue, the Public Works staff will assist the homeowner 
with removing the windrow. 

9. Residential driveways will be cleared as the last priority and will be based on 
requests submitted to the Village Office.  In the event of a medical emergency, a 
residential driveway may warrant being cleared by Public Works Staff prior to the 
approved priorities stated in this policy. 
 

 
B. Sanding: 
 

1. In order to provide for the safe movement of vehicular and pedestrian traffic, sanding will 
occur, if required, as soon as possible after snow clearing and will be dependent on road 
and weather conditions.  

2. Sanding will occur according to the priorities outlined in Schedule A. 
3. The sanding material consists of two percent calcium chloride (so the sand stock pile 

does not freeze), five percent salt (to melt the snow and ice on roadways) and sand/chips 
(to provide traction on slippery road surfaces). 
 

 
Municipal Sidewalks: 
 

1. Snow will be removed from municipal sidewalks that are normally used by the public.  
Sidewalks and trails infrequently used by the public will not be cleared of snow. 

 
 
Notification to Residents: 
 

1. Whenever possible, residents will be notified in advance when snow clearing will be 
expected to occur in their area.  Sandwich boards will be placed in highly visible 
locations approximately 12 – 24 hours prior to the commencement of clearing.  On 
extraordinary occasions, notification in advance may not be possible.
